This story does have morales: We should not get
attached to material things because they are not permanent, friendship is more important that
diamonds, a little kid can come up with a great idea, great achievements are made by working
together. There is some truth to the legend too. A carpet dubbed as "Bahar of Khosrow’ (spring of
Khosrow), existed at the Palace of Ctesiphone which is referred to in Persian scripts as the "Arch
Palace of Ctesiphone’. The carpet was 450 feet long and 90 feet wide, made for Sassanid king
Khosrow and for this reason it was named "Bahar of Khosrow’. In the book, the king character is
named "Balash", which was the name of five of the Sassanid kings. One minor critique though, the

Sassanid dynasty was pre-islamic. The illustrations in the book, both the architecture and peoples



costumes, are obviously post-islamic. :-)
