Perfect for younger children.* At the end of each
story their is a short summary of how to the story applies to the child’s life.* After the summary there
is a prayer that also applies to the story.” At the beginning of the book are familiar Catholic prayers
such as the "Our Father", "Hail Mary", "Glory Be", "Grace", and "Angel of God" (also known as the
Guardian Angel Prayer).* At the back of the book there is an activity or extension of each Bible

story.An example of the layout of this book is the first story in the book is the story of creation. The



summary states "God created everything on this Earth, and then he asked people to take care of his
creation." The short prayer reads, "Thank you for creating the world, Lord. Your creation is
beautiful." and ends with the sign of the cross and Amen. The activity in the back tells you you need
magazines, glue, & paper or cardboard. The directions state to cut pictures of God’s creation from
magazines and glue them to the cardboard and display it. After the activity is complete you are
instructed to ask your child(ren) what he/she/they do to help take care of the world God created.A
